Recycling Assembly:  Wednesday, December 7, 2011

Goal:  to add to the educational message about recycling taught by “Billy B” in his entertaining shows and teach Hillcrest students, faculty, and staff what is recycled in school and where, and to motivate them to do it (more).

There will be two 45 minute shows.  Our part will include introducing the artist (Billy B.) and our wrap-up (15 minutes) skit.

To do in advance:

· create a slogan/brand our effort(done):  “Be a Recyclemaniac.”  

· prepare a one page flyer describing what Hillcrest recycles and where the collections occur;  include a “tear off” part where parents sign it indicating they read it and will help support recycling efforts. (Clare to send the info to Siri to create.  Flyers that go home to parents could say "My parents are recyclemaniacs!" (BTW, they should include a little note at the bottom that says something like "Printed on recycled paper. When returned, this paper will be recycled again!"

· photocopy this page on the Hillcrest copiers using PTA paper from the cage.  (Siri)

· place more recycling bins (and better labels) around school, specifically in the teacher’s room, and at the volunteers’ stations in the hallways.  (done--Lisa Black)

· Plan the contest and prize to be awarded to the winning class in each grade for returning the highest percentage of recycling-parent-sign-off sheets.  Prizes:  juice packages and popsicles.  (Susanne and committee—needs doing)
· Recruit teachers and staff to help with assembly presentation.  (done-Lisa Black)

· Inquire about getting a microphone to use for assemblies.  

(Susanne)

· Order recycling stickers for all students—generic- done (Susanne).  “I’m a Recyclemaniac” ones made???   Still Needed.)





· Make some signs for the skit

General Storyline:


All the trash/recyclable characters (i.e., teachers/staff volunteers) are milling about, looking lost, not knowing where they belong.  Some try to hide behind Hedgie. The trash character tries to convince the recyclables that they should go in the trash can or dumpster.   After some confusion, the Recycling Superhero offers to help sort things out.  With student participation  (e.g., raised hands, pointing, etc.) he/she takes each item/character and leads the item to the proper recycling bin.    

Opening Introduction  (Lisa Goodwin as MC)
“Today we welcome the nationally recognized singer and songwriter, Billy B.  He has been performing his science song and dance shows in schools and community venues for over 20 years.  Get ready to rock out to Billy’s original tunes as he shares his knowledge of our environment.

Brought to us today by Class Acts Arts, please give a warm welcome to Billy B!”
(and add whatever you want about the Environmental Committee and we usually mention Cultural Arts and the PTA)

Wrap up Comments  (Lisa Goodwin and others):

· The Recycling Superhero and MC ask the students/faculty & staff if they can also be recycling superheros at school (and at home). 

· The MC will mention that Hedgie is made from recycled materials (plastic bags and lumber), but because the plastic is degrading from the sun, Hedgie is going to be “re-recycled.”  The bags will be cut off and sent to be melted down for re-use.  The MC can ask the students to say goodbye to Hedgie.

· The MC will explain the recycling pledge contest and give the handouts to the teachers to distribute in class.  All students will receive a sticker as they exit.
